2. Make prediction about the development of the story based on the information from the book cover. 

3. Locate specific information in a simple text. 

4. Guess the meaning of unfamiliar words (e.g. TB 3B Ch.2 P.9 honest) by using contextual or pictorial clues. 

5. Understand the connection between ideas by identifying cohesive devices: first, then, next, after that. 

6. Subjective personal pronoun referencing: He / She / It / They (Read backwards).
7. Recognize familiar words in new texts (e.g. Reader: A day at the seaside). 

8. Recognize the format and language features of some common text types (e.g. letters, diaries, poems). 

9. Problem solving skills (e.g. TB 3B Ch.5 P.27-28: Pupils have to decide whether Bobby can ride on the roller coaster by using the height restriction).
10. Skim a text to obtain a general impression and the gist of main ideas (Remarks 2).
11. Objective and possessive personal pronoun referencing skills should be well trained in P3 (Remarks 3).


Remarks: 

1. Teachers should put more efforts in training the mentioned skills in daily teaching, e.g. read aloud regularly, help Ss recognize the sight words, sound out unfamiliar words by using phonics skills, recycle learnt vocabularies in new contexts, etc. The skills should be reinforced from time to time in different situations but not only by WS doing. It can help Ss build up the skills as their own.
2. Teachers can ask Ss to do more riddle solving as it requires them to read between lines as to obtain the answers of the riddles. It can lay a foundation to develop R2.11. The following questions are good for training this skill too, e.g. Is he good/clever/ lazy? Why?  What do you think of ___?
3. P2 and P3 teachers should grasp the chance to train and reinforce the mentioned skills in daily teaching and by WS setting.
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
