	5 min
	Warm up
Get the students to look at some photos about our school excursion in Wu Kwai Sha Youth Village. Ask them the following questions?

1. Did you enjoy the day?

2. How did you feel?  
3. What game did you play?
	Students share their feeling with their classmates.

	Recall the students’ memory about the school excursion.

	15 min
	1.Get the whole class to work out a story frame (people, time, event, problem, solution).   
2. Go through each part of the story frame with the class as a whole.
3. Elicit students’ suggestions for what should go in blanks on the story frame.

4. Write relevant suggestions/ideas on the frame until it is completed.

	Give ideas / suggestions to produce a story frame with the class as a whole. 
	To develop main ideas about the story.

	20 min 
	1. Get into groups, students write the whole story in paragraphs as their first draft.
2. Get the groups stick their writing task around the classroom.

3. When ever finishes earlier, take a look on their peers writing task.  
	Monitors in groups lead their group members to finish their writing task.  
	All the students work together to finish a writing task.

	10 min
	Get the students to walk around and read the peers writing tasks. They may make  improvement in their own writing after observing.  
	Students try to do self corrections about their writing tasks.

	20 min
	1. Get the students to read out their writing task in front of their class. 
2. Students vote for the best and give reason.  
	1. Listen to their peers’ presentation.
2. Vote for the best and give reasons. 
	To facilitate students’ listening and reading skills.
