bag with me and I really don’t like walking in the heat.

School Clerk: In that case, you can take a taxi from Sheung Shui.
Mrs Chan: I'll do that. Thanks very much for your help. Good-bye!
School Clerk: Good-bye.]
Narrator: Question 7: Why won’t Mrs Chan walk from the station? // (beep) (5-
second pause)
Question 8: Mrs Chan will get to school from the station by /4
