Saturday morning is fine... Oh, sorry. I have a drawing class on Saturday. I'll have to go
to the Thursday class. // (beep) (8-second pause)

Alright. You have to pay four hundred and eighty dollars when you come for the first
class. // (beep) (8-second pause)

Okay, I’ll bring the money. Do I need to bring anything else like a pencil or a book?

You have to bring a music notebook and, of course, your violin. The teacher will give you
a pencil. The first class will be next week. // (beep) (8-second pause)
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Susan: OK. Thank you very much. Bye.

Teacher: Thank you. Hope you enjoy the class. Bye.]

Narrator: Listen to the conversation again and check your answers. The conversation will begin
now.

Repeat [ ] without pauses.
