Listen to the second part of the story.

Tom and Judy got off the train. They walked to the bus stop. Grandpa met
them at the bus stop. He drove them to the farm. Grandma waited for
them at the farm.

Question 4. Where did Grandpa meet Tom and Judy? //(beep)(§-
second pause)

Grandma cooked a chicken and fresh vegetables from her garden for
lunch. After lunch, the children played on the farm and said, “What a nice
day!”

Question 5. Grandma cooked for lunch.
I/l (beep)(8-second pause)

Question 6. How did Tom and Judy feel? //(beep )(8-second pause)

You now have 5 seconds to read Questions 7 to 8. (5-second music)
Listen to the third part of the story.
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The next day, Tom and Judy helped Grandpa and Grandma in their
garden. Grandpa taught them to plant seeds. Grandpa and Grandma had
chickens on their farm. The children were excited to see baby chickens.
They were small and yellow. They were hungry and they ate all the time.

Question 7. Grandpa showed Tom and Judy how to

Question 8. The baby chickens on the farm were
Il (beep)(8-second pause)

You now have 5 seconds to read Question 9. (5-second music) Listen
to the last part of the story.

It was time for Tom and Judy to go home. “Goodbye, Grandpa and
Grandma! We’ll miss you,” said Tom and Judy (sad tone).

Question 9. How did Tom and Judy feel when they said goodbye to
their grandparents? // (beep)(8-second pause) )
Listen to the story again and check your answers. The story will begin

now. Repeat [] without pauses, instructions and questions.
